• The Legacy Loop Project continues to build momentum. The City was awarded a $1 
million grant from Great Outdoors Colorado

- Lee Milner made a motion to remove $100,000 for stewardship/education from the 

budget and reduce the stewardship/land management line item by $100,000 
(allotted to hire a full-time ranger) – but to keep $25,000 for seasonal rangers and 
$50,000 for their equipment/vehicles 

- Nancy Hobbs seconded the motion 
- Joe Lavorini requested an amendment to the motion, to vote separately on the 

Stewardship/Natural Resource Management line item, due to a potential conflict of 
interest. 

- The amendment to the motion was accepted. 
- The motion passed 7-1 
- Joe Lavorini recused himself from the meeting 
- Motion – to approve the stewardship/Natural Resource Management line item in 

the amount of $279,000
